Disqualification Procedure Startsfor Some Affiliated Societies

Accordingto article 8, paragraph4 of the Statutesof Euroavia the InternationalBoard hasthe right to initiate the
disqualificationof membersf a memberactscontraryto the articles,regulationsor decisionsof the Association:for
examplein the eventof the member'slate paymentor non-paymenbf its annualcontributiondespitea reminder,or
when a member unreasonably disadvantages the Association.
This text, addressedto the EuroaviaNEwsLeTTER is the official announcementhat the IB has started the
disqualification procedurir the following AS (in alphabetical order):

Haarlem

Miinchen

Paris

Stockholm

Thesemembershavethe right to lodge an appealat the first meetingof the GeneralMeeting after receiptof the
notification, which is the EMEAC 2003 which will be heldin Istanbul,in 5-13 April 2003.During this periodand
pending the preparation of the disqualification the member shaildpendedtom membership.

The decisionto startthe disqualificationprocedurdor theseAS hasbeenunanimouslytakenby the executiveboard
of EuroaviA.

Reasons for starting the disqualification procedure

HAARLEM

After contactingformer boardmembersf AS-Haarlemandattemptsto contacttheir office thelB hasfound out that
thereare no membersn AS-Haarlemandthereis no local board. ThereforeAS-Haarlemis not ableto meetany of
their obligations.

AS-Haarlemstill has a debt of 88€ comprisedof their 01-02 AS fee of 88€. Becauseof the fact we cannot
communicate with them we have no idea if they will be able to repay the debt.

MUNICH

The IB hastried to contactEA Munich on severaloccasionsHowever,in mostof the casesour communication
remains without reply. At this moment the IB has absolutely no idea what is going on in EA Munich.
MoreoverEA Munich hasnot sentin areportto the pastcongressor havethey contributedto anyissueof the News
or Newsletter of this Business Year.

The IB finds EA Munich in violation of:

Bylaws article 1.2, d, e, f and Bylaws article 8

After avisit of the IB presidentto EA Parisandtheir university responsibleand after attemptsto contactEA Paris,
thelB hasfoundoutthatthereareno membersn AS-Parisandthereis nolocalboard.ThereforeEA Parisis notable
to meet any of their obligations.

STOCKHOLM

The IB hastried to contactEA Stockholmon severaloccasionshoweverin all of the casesour communication
remains without reply. At this moment the IB has absolutely no idea what is going on in EA Stockholm.
MoreoverEA Stockholmhasnot sentin a reportto the pastcongresshor havethey contributedto anyissueof the
News or Newsletter of this Business Year.

EA Stockholmstill hasa debtof 56€comprisedof a part of their 00-01AS fee of 8€ andtheir 01-02AS fee of 48€.
Because of the fact we cannot communicate with them we have no idea if they will be able to repay the debt.
The IB finds Stockholm in violation of:

Statutes article 10, paragraph 2; Bylaws article 1.2, d, e, f; Bylaws article 6.1.2 and Bylaws article 8.
