Suspension of EUROAVIA BRASOV

Dear EUROAVIAnRS,

ThelIB feelsobligedto makethis announcemen&A Brasovhasaccumulatec debtof 252,58€during the Business
Year01— 02. This debtis the resultof the AMEAC 01 fee (110€),not showingup atthe EMEAC 02 (44€)and not

showingup at the AMEAC 02 (80,58€)and the membershigfee 01 — 02 (80€).EA Brasovhasreceivedfinancial

support from the previous IB (62€) as well as travel support (125€).

The fee of this year (2002-2003) is 70€, which raises their debt to an amount of 322,58€.

Despite several attemptsto communicateabout this debt and several reminders, EA Brasov still had not

communicatedvith the IB [about their debts]until two weeksbeforethe congressAnd in their communication
(email) AS Brasovstatedthattheywould paythe fee of lastyear,80€.Despitethis declarationyepresentativesf EA

Brasov did not make a payment at the congress. By doing this, EA Brasov continues to defy the authority of the |

MoreoverthelB feelsthatEA Brasovis seriouslydamaginghe ‘Euroavia spirit’ which is oneof friendshipandtrust,
aboveall. As IB we cannotacceptthatoneAS believesthatthe rules(which aresetup for thegoodof all) shouldnot
apply to them.No needto saythat other AS do pay their debtsandif they have problemspayingtheir debtthey
inform the IB treasureraboutthis. Moreover,thereare AS who are willing to work on reducingtheir debts.This
behavior has not been seen by EA Brasov.
The B fearsthatAS Brasovwill neverpay their currentdebtandthatthe moneyowedto EUROAVIA is therefore
lost. Hence we would like to proposeto disqualify AS Brasovin orderto makesuretheir debtwill not increaseany
further. If the fee is not paid in the next half year, EA Brasov's EUROAVIA membership will be terminated.
The IB finds EA Brasov in violation of:

1. Statutes article 10, paragraph 2;

2. Bylaws article 6.1.2;

3. Bylaws article 8
ThelB finds EA Brasovhasnot payedits annualcontributiondespitea reminderandis unreasonablglisadvantaging
the Association.
At the EMEAC 2003 in Istanbul, the congress has approved the suspension of AS Brasov until the AMEAC.
